Annotation. The article examines the basic principles and disadvantages of the Welfare State model of social
policy. It is determined that the content of such social policy is traditionally confined to social protection, to the
provision of various types of social transfers to the poor, the so-called exclusive persons. Hence, we have an established
point of view of social policy identification exclusively with the policy of protecting citizens from adverse social and
economic circumstances, from poverty. In this case, people are passive members of the process and lack motivation for
productive activity. This practice has led to the consolidation of views on social policy solely as a policy of survival and
overcoming. Therefore, the author believes that the implementation of modern social policy in the twenty-first century
should take place in a different way than through social protection system. The main purpose of this article is to
recognize the need to modernize social policy at the beginning of the third millennium. Social inclusion can become a
theoretical basis for modernization. The article substantiates the need to change the approach to social policy, the
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importance of its modernization. This study considers the possibility of applying and limiting such alternative
approaches to the implementation of social policy as the targeting of social protection for the poor, as well as the
introduction of a universal basic income for all members of society. The advantages of modernization of social policy
on the basis of the concept of social inclusion are proved. The author's interpretation of the content of social inclusion
is offered. The author's vision of social inclusion is that it is not just the opposite of social exclusion, but a desirable
state when all members of society have ample opportunity and access to consumption of goods, ownership of resources,
management processes for full participation in all spheres of public life, that is, in the economic, social, public and
political spheres. According to the author’s definition of social inclusion’s essence, the three most important forms of
its manifestation are identified. They are: access to resources, distribution of income and property; labor and business
activities; participation in public administration. It is social inclusion shifts the emphasis on human development,
supporting people’s well-being, reducing poverty and inequality. It aims at more active participation in the economy

and GDP.

European civilization has
created and continues to develop the cultural and genetic paradigm of modern constitutional liberalism, defined by the
rule of law, the rule of law and civil society, which is given the role of guarantor, defender of human rights and citizens
from all restrictions. The regulatory framework of the European Commission for Sport of the European Union allows to
generalize the principles of state policy in the field of sports in the EU, the main of which are: health care reform,
healthy living conditions, including: prevention of physical, mental, spiritual and social health by all branches of
human activity (intersectoral) at all levels of human interaction (multilevel) of individuals, groups, organizations,
regions, national governments, international associations of the world community. It is determined that sport has a
huge potential as a tool to promote social integration and social cohesion in European societies, provides citizens with
opportunities to interact and join the social environment is a means of smoothing socio-economic discrimination.
Through its contribution to economic growth and development and job creation, sport helps to "revitalize"
disadvantaged areas. Some EU Member States already use sport as a tool and indicator in their social policy, as part of
the open method of coordination on social protection and social inclusion. All residents of the European Union have
equal access to sports. It is proved that an important direction of the state's influence on the functioning of sports
communication is the regulation of the supply of services. First, the state solves problems related to the production of
certain types of physical culture and sports services. To this end, a wide network of physical culture and sports
organizations belonging to the communal property, which provide services to the population at reasonable prices, is
being formed. As a result, the state becomes an active subject of sports mass communication. Secondly, the state
assumes the function of forming the material factor in the production of physical culture and sports services. In
particular, it finances the construction of sports facilities and then leases them to non-governmental sports
organizations, thus creating favorable conditions for their business activities. Third, the state provides direct financial
support to producers of physical culture and sports services. At the national level, special attention is paid to
manufacturers in the world market of physical culture and sports services, sports federations, which are promising
given the possibility of winning athletes at the most prestigious international competitions, especially at the Olympic
Games.

Annotation. The articles consider the role of foreign investment in the economy of Ukraine, identify factors that
provide a positive impact on the investment climate and some problems of creating an unfavorable investment
environment. Peculiarities of attracting foreign direct investment to Ukraine are analyzed. The dynamics of foreign
investment in the economy of Ukraine is given. The branch of the national economy of Ukraine, which uses foreign
investments the most, is characterized. The distribution of attracted foreign direct investments by the main regionals -
recipients of investments of Ukraine is investigated. The necessity of reduction of foreign investments in modern
conditions is generally substantiated, the main problems due to the arrival of foreign investments are investigated and
the main ways of their solution are offered. Investment, including among foreigners, is not a simple mechanism of
development, but also a way regulation of the economy through the transfer of capital. At the present stage of
development of the foreign investment market are the main sources of new competitive technologies. The purchase of
Ukrainian enterprises whose private individuals, through the processes of mergers (acquisitions), foreign investors see
as private use of investment from these positions, which is reduced due to inefficient management. Gradually increasing
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the chances of applying best practices in obtaining new technologies and circulating activities during the protracted
crisis. The development of a mechanism for attracting foreign direct investment to any country should be based on the
peculiarities of economic globalization. This very reluctance of Western companies to invest in their homes is due to the
existence of strict state employment rules, high unemployment benefits, high payments of employers in social funds,
high levels of minimum wages and compensation in case of dismissal. Therefore, the foreign activity of the company is
now quite large. Thus, the mechanism for attracting foreign investment created in Ukraine should have existing
advantages in comparison with the countries where they are already located, as well as with other potential recipient
countries. The main task for Ukraine in attracting foreign investment necessary for the restructuring of the economy is
to create conditions for foreign investment that would guarantee the principles of economic security of the state while
offering maximum rapprochement of interested states with the interests of foreign investors.

Annotation. The article analyzes the prospects of cooperation between the EU and Ukraine in the context of
globalization of energy markets. Cooperation between Ukraine and the EU in the energy sector is aimed at
strengthening of energy security, competitiveness and sustainability, which is a complete condition for economic growth
and provision of moving towards a market economy. This cooperation is based on partnership that covers all areas of
cooperation in this area, guided by the following principles of coincidence of interest, reciprocity, transparency and
predictability; by Energy Charter Treaty of 1994, Memorandum of Understanding on Cooperation in the field of
Energy, Association Agreement between the EU and Ukraine, as well as other bilateral agreements. Therefore, for
Ukraine in the implementation of energy independence policy, it is extremely important to integrate its united energy
system into the European Transmission System Operators. For this purpose the Program of Activities of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine was adopted by the Resolution of the Verkhovna Rada MNe26-VIII in December 11, 2014.
Implementing this document, on June 28, 2017, NPC Ukrenergo together with the system operators, that are part of the
ENTSO-E Regional Group “Continental Europe”, concluded an “Agreement on the conditions for the future
integration of the energy systems of Ukraine and Moldova with the energy system of continental Europe”. In September
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2019, the so-called Service Contract was concluded between NPC Ukrenergo and the Consortium of System Operators
of ENTSO-E. On February 13, 2019, in Brussels, Agreement on participation of NPC Ukrenergo in the European
Transmission System Operators Cooperation Program outside the membership for 2019-2021 was concluded. This
program creates conditions for exclusive cooperation between ENTSO-E and NPC Ukrenergo. Its goal is to develop a
basis for acquiring skills and cardinal practices from the most important issues for NPC Ukrenergo to join ENTSO-E.
For the first time since independence, Ukraine has created a significant prospect in a relatively short period of time to
take steps to strengthen its energy security and fully integrate with the European energy market. NPC Ukrenergo plays
a crucial role in the accession of the UES of Ukraine to ENTSO-E. This process requires all stakeholders to provide
opportunities to meet the requirements of the energy system and market participants.

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Annotation. Financial independence of local governments characterizes the independence of the state as a whole,
the level of democratic rights and freedoms of citizens, the potential of its economic development. However, today the
financial basis of local self-government has a number of problems. In particular, local budgets have become
significantly dependent on the central government, which determines the norms of deductions from regulatory taxes and
the amount of grants and subventions from the State Budget of Ukraine; the compaosition of local budget revenues and
budget regulation mechanisms change annually. All this raises the problem of finding additional sources of income to
ensure the financial independence of local governments, the study of which is a popular area among academia. The
foundation for the active development of the territorial community is a sufficient amount of financial resources, their
independent disposal and full financial independence. Therefore, in Ukraine, the resources that form the local budget
and are the basis for the independence of local self-government are enshrined in law. However, in the Ukrainian
realities, local budgets do not have enough own revenues to effectively implement the tasks and functions of local self-
government, so the state provides financial support through intergovernmental transfers. Therefore, the prerequisite for
financial independence is reasonable, in terms of economic feasibility, decentralization of power and adequate
distribution of powers, responsibilities and financial and economic base between the center and local governments. The
article proves the need for a thorough analysis of the revenue base of local budgets in order to determine the degree of
financial independence of local governments. Analysis of the city budget of the city of Kryvyi Rih showed that the city
government is not financially independent of the center. This is evidenced by the following: high share of official
transfers in total budget revenues; the predominance in the structure of tax revenues of national taxes in the part
assigned to the local budget, and the complete absence of local fees; relatively the total share of local taxes.

Annotation. The article analyzes the scientific approaches of leading domestic and foreign researchers to determine
the effectiveness of state policy on the securitization of Islam. It has been found that in the framework of securitization,
security is treated as a discursive practice aimed at creating a hierarchy of political priorities. The problem being
securitized is given the status of an existential threat, which necessarily requires emergency measures. The
securitization of security threats forms the basis of the relationship between government and society. On the one hand,
the ruling elite can form and direct a sense of threat to society in their narrow corporate interests. However, the
population is also able to impose a sense of danger on the elite and thus influence public policy. It is determined that in
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modern geopolitical conditions there is a great danger that securitization can be used by public authorities in the
narrow corporate interests of the ruling elites. In this case, a mechanism of state non-political influence on society can
be created. At the same time, research suggests that the securitization of Islam as violence against Muslims by state
authorities has two important consequences. First, after the securitization of Islam, the political rights of other sections
of the population are often violated. Second, the government's violence against Muslims generates retaliatory violence.
At the same time, pursuing a state or interstate policy of desecuritizing Islam, even in such complex regions as Kosovo
and Irag, leads to the creation of zones in which mechanisms for the peaceful settlement of conflicts are formed. In the
current Ukrainian realities, Islam cannot be seen as a threat to state or public interests. It follows that securitization
methods are not acceptable for use against Ukrainian Muslims in public policy. At the same time, the potential danger
of radicalization of certain parts of the local Muslim community should be taken into account and preventively leveled
by the relevant state bodies in the framework of desecuritization.

Annotation. The article substantiates that there are many types of profiling, including: "ethnic profiling", "lobbying
profiling", "criminal profiling", "information security profiling", "anti-terrorist profiling", "typological profiling", "
business profiling ”, “ transport profiling ”, " hotel profiling ”, etc. Profiling is a very common method at the current
stage of development of society, which is used by security services at Western and national airports to identify those
who are capable of committing criminal acts (eg terrorists). In addition to professional profilers, security services use
technical profiling (for example, CCTV cameras, "polygraph”, etc.). Criminal and behavioral profiling are permissible
and legal tools that allow the most effective way to allocate limited law enforcement resources. The purpose of the study
is to systematize scientific approaches to the problems of using profiling as a basis for ensuring state security of
Ukraine. The author proves that profiling in the system of public administration is a set of socio-psychological methods
for diagnosing personal characteristics, motives, possible actions or inaction, which predict the future activities of
officials, civil servants, local government officials, politicians to predict management scenarios. situations,
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relationships, actions, patterns of behavior and communication, especially illegal behavior, including corruption
offenses. The author substantiates that profiling in the system of state security is a set of socio-psychological methods
for diagnosing the behavior and activities of officials in the public administration system, which are offenses and can
harm not only the authorities where this person works, but also the national and national security. The main areas of
application of profiling in the system of state security are the following: profiling of high-ranking officials (politicians
who do not belong to civil service positions); profiling of civil servants of category "A"; profiling of persons engaged in
lobbying activities; profiling of persons holding positions in the defense system; profiling of the personnel potential
system of the local self-government system; profiling of elected positions.

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Annotation. The development of social services in territorial communities is currently one of the priorities of the
state’s social policy, because the ability to socialize children and provide quality social, medical, educational services
for children and families with children and their harmonious development depends on further prosperity and well-being
of the state and communities. Today the lack of a clear program reforming of the social sphere at the local level, clear
propositions of the social policy structure’s implementation at the community level, clear approaches, mechanisms and
tools for its implementation, leads to a certain social discomfort among residents, especially for those who are
recipients of social services. However, it should be noted that the current state of reform of the local self-government
system leads to a certain transformation in a positive understanding of the social services system management at the
community level. Important are the scientific provisions, conclusions and proposals in the field of improving social
services N. Kabachenko, T. Kichi, E. Libanova, O. Savchenko in scientific publications which cover the above topics.
Practical and scientific-applied aspects of the social protection system, the sphere of social security of the population
are considered in the scientific works of such Ukrainian scientists as I. Aristov, O. Afenkin, N. Bolotin, M. Kravchenko,
K. Mishchenko, O. Radchenko and others. Ideas for using the social order as a public administration tool for the
formation, provision and financing of social services put forward by modern researchers, in particular S. Gorbunova-
Ruban, N. Gilbert, K. Corderi, A. Krupnik and others. Highlighting previously unsettled parts of the general problem.
However, it should be noted that the current state of theoretical and methodological development of provisions that
would clearly justify the mechanisms for managing the formation and implementation of social services in communities,
improving guidelines for providing such services to children and families with children during the decentralization
process is insufficient. The processed sources of the conducted scientific research concerned mostly certain aspects and
mechanisms of functioning of public administration and the social security system of the population, partly work with
children and families. Conclusions of the research and prospects for further studies. Thus, the analysis of theoretical
and methodological features of the development of social services for children and families with children in
communities and the algorithm of development of social services in the local community shows that this is a circular
process: from identifying needs, planning and financing social services to their implementation through the network of
the social services providers, monitoring and evaluation of their quality in order to further improve the social services
and better meet the needs of the population in social services in the coming period. In order to form an integrated
model of social protection, the social services provision and children’s rights protection at the community level and to
ensure accessibility and an integrated approach to provide social support and social services to all community
members, it can be proposed the management model which includes social protection, social services provision and
children's rights protection combined into a single integrated system. The main directions of creating an integrated
social protection system at the community level in accordance with the order of the Ministry of Social Policy from
25.02.2019 Ne 282, which approved the Guidelines for the implementation of an integrated social protection system,
should be proposed as follows: management integration, which can be achieved by creating a structural unit in the
executive committee of the local council, which has powers in the field of social protection and social services provision
to the population; integration of strategies that can be implemented through the introduction of planning and program-
targeted budgeting; integration of processes, which can be carried out through the definition, implementation of certain
processes, principles, technologies, adoption of rules and procedures for the organization of social support to residents
of the territorial community; ensuring interdepartmental interaction and interdisciplinary approach in providing
services.

Annotation. The article substantiates that lobbying activities are being implemented in Ukraine now in the
"shadow" and are actively developing. In this regard, there is a real need to identify and systematize the current
problems of lobbying in the system of public administration in Ukraine in order to solve such problems. The article
states that one of the threats to state security should be considered the institution of lobbying, which does not have its
own legal framework and exists in the "shadow". It should be noted that lobbying really exists and the task of the
management system to regulate such institutions taking into account the requirements of modern society, global
development trends, globalization challenges and the realities of the information society. The author determines that
lobbying is regulated in European countries as the basis for the formation of democracy in these countries. The
conducted analysis gives grounds to single out the following clusters of problems of development of the institute of
lobbying in the system of public administration. First, the negative perception of this institution by society and citizens
of the country, which leads to a lack of perception of the positive consequences of such activities. Secondly, the
regulatory and unregulated institution of lobbying in Ukraine, which leads to serious consequences in the system of
making important public administration decisions. Third, lobbying is often linked to corruption. Fourth, lobbying can
threaten national security if it is negative. Fifth, the unregulated lobbying activities lead to its existence in the shadows
and, as a result, negatively affect the socio-economic situation of the country. Sixth, today there is a problem of
professionalization of lobbyists. Seventh, there is the problem of setting quality standards for lobbying or addressing
the issue of registration of these individuals.

Annotation. The global pandemic COVID-19 has become a kind of test of the level of digitalization of each country,
having a special impact on assessing the state of digitalization of educational institutions. That is why the aim of the
article was to analyze the state of digitalization of general secondary education institutions in Ukraine. Based on
statistical and graphical methods, as well as analysis and synthesis, methods of comparison and generalization, it was
found that a significant number of teachers in their work encountered technical problems (preparation, download of
teaching materials), lack of experience in organizing distance learning, namely in working with digital resources in
quarantine (45%), and 99% of teachers said that they are engaged in self-education on a daily basis. Based on the
analysis of statistical reports, it was found that the vast majority of general secondary education institutions have
problems connecting to high-speed Internet, which leads to technical problems in conducting classes. It has been found
that in recent years there has been a slight increase in the number of computers connected to the Internet by 5.4% (up
to 72.4%). The number of computers per student, which lags far behind world standards in Ukraine, is also a matter of
concern. To address these issues, proposals were made to improve the digitalization of general secondary education
institutions in Ukraine by updating, regulating and developing the regulatory framework for the creation of a digital
educational space; providing educational institutions with quality Internet throughout Ukraine; updating and
replenishing the "park" of computer equipment in educational institutions on the basis of established standards and
using a formulaic approach; development of necessary software and interactive content. The proposed measures will
help raise the level of digitalization of general secondary education institutions in Ukraine to world standards.

Today in Ukraine most of the private sector of the economy are enterprises that have acquired the form
of joint stock companies as a result of privatization. Joint-stock companies are gradually undergoing the first period of
adaptation to new economic conditions, determining the main directions of their development, forming able-bodied
teams and intensifying the search for financial resources to implement their strategic plans. Some economic difficulties
of the modern period, such as the crisis of defaults, budget deficits, inflation, only increase interest in a cheaper,
compared to bank loans, equity market. At the same time, the introduction of an effective system of corporate
governance is generally crucial for the development of the industrial and financial sectors of Ukraine's economy.
Because conflicts between corporate parties are common, it is important to know clearly the rights and responsibilities
of all stakeholders. Even if there is no conflict, awareness of corporate governance will not only not hurt, but will
probably be very useful. Corporate governance creates a legal framework for determining the rights and
responsibilities of various parties to the corporation. Understanding corporate governance allows each party to plan
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and implement its strategy and evaluate the behavior of other parties. This paper reviews in generally the concept of
Corporate governance For a shorter And easier definition and explanation to Corporate Governance for business
students, teachers, managers, by analyses some of the most important of academic studies, review the environmental,
ethical disasters and financial crises, to determine what matters most in how corporate governance can support
management to development, and what is needed to get the job done to implementing good practices. The literature
have showed generally that good governance that good corporate governance benefit firms and support management
through greater access to financing, lower cost of capital, better firm performance, and more favorable treatment of all
stakeholders. also, Numerous studies agree that evidence is available on the direct relation between Failure in
governance or the weakness of governance practices and financial crises, social outcomes including poverty and

environmental performance.

Introduction. Two decades ago, the term
corporate governance meant little to all but a
handful of scholars and shareholders. Today,
it is a mainstream concern — a staple of
discussion in corporate boardrooms, academic
roundtables, and policy think tanks
worldwide. Several events are responsible for
the heightened interest in  corporate
governance. During the wave of financial
crises in 1998 in Russia, Asia, and Brazil, the
behavior of the corporate sector affected
entire  economies, and deficiencies in
corporate governance endangered the stability
of the global financial system. Just three years
later, confidence in the corporate sector was
sapped by corporate governance scandals in
the United States and Europe that triggered
some of the largest insolvencies in history.
And, the most recent financial crisis has seen
its share of corporate governance failures in
financial institutions and corporations, leading
to serious harm to the global economy, among
other systemic consequences. In the aftermath
of these events, economists, the corporate
sector, and  policymakers  worldwide
recognize the potential economic, and long-
term consequences of weak corporate
governance systems.

however, The crises are manifestations of
several structural factors and underscore why
corporate governance has become even more
central importance for economic development
and society welfare [1-3].

With the size of firms increasing and the

role of financial intermediaries and
institutional investors growing, And the
difficulty in  obtaining capital, with

investment choices have multiplied with the
opening up of financial markets and increased
competition, enhancing the need for good
corporate governance.

Aims. The aim of this research can be
summarized in answering the following main
question : IS  corporate  governance
indispensable? and from it to present and
explain the concept of corporate governance
and its importance in supporting companies
and avoiding crisis, financial and ethical.

Results. 1. What is Corporate Governance,
and Why is it Receiving More Attention?

What is corporate governance?

Corporate governance is a relatively recent
concept [4, 5]. Over the past decade, the
concept has evolved to address the rise of
corporate social responsibility (CSR) and the
more active participation of both shareholders
and stakeholders in corporate decision
making. As a result, definitions of corporate
governance vary widely.

Two categories prevail. The first focuses
on behavioral patterns, means the actual
behavior of corporations, It is related
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performance, efficiency, growth, financial
structure and treatment of shareholders and
other stakeholders. The second concerns itself
with the normative framework that based to
the rules under which firms operate, with the
rules coming from such sources as the legal
system, financial markets, and labor markets.
Both  definitions include CSR and
sustainability concepts.

The first definition is seems the more
logical choice. It considers such matters as
how boards of directors operate, the
relationship between labor policies and firm
performance, and the roles of multiple
shareholders and stakeholders. the second
definition is related Investigation about how
differences in the normative framework (the
rules under which firms operate) affect the
behavioral patterns of firms, investors, and
others.

These definitions can be expanded to
define corporate governance as being
concerned with the resolution of collective
action problems among dispersed investors
and the reconciliation of conflicts of interest
between various corporate claimholders. A
somewhat  broader  definition  would
characterize corporate governance as a set of
mechanisms through which firms operate
when  ownership is  separated from
management. This is close to the definition
used by Sir Adrian Cadbury, head of the
Committee on the Financial Aspects of
Corporate  Governance in the United
Kingdom: “Corporate governance iS the
system by which companies are directed and
controlled” [6].

Corresponding to this broad definition, the
objective of a good corporate governance
framework would be to maximize firms’

contributions to the overall economy —
including all stakeholders. Under this
definition, corporate governance would

include the relationship between shareholders,
creditors, and corporations; between financial
markets, institutions, and corporations; and
between employees and  corporations.
Corporate governance would also encompass
the issue of corporate social responsibility,
including such aspects as the firm’s dealings
affecting culture and the environment and the
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sustainability of firms’ operations. Looking
over the past decade, we see increased
emphasis on CSR [7].

2. Why has corporate governance received
more attention lately?

One reason is the proliferation of crises
over the past few decades, with the recent,
ongoing financial crisis being another impetus
to the realization that corporate governance
affects overall economic well-being. The
recent financial crisis has been a particularly
severe wake-up call, because it has adversely
affected employment, consumer spending,
pensions, the finances of national and local
governments worldwide, and the global
economy.  Weaknesses  in  corporate
governance structures within companies and
banks were cited as reasons for excessive risk
taking, skewed incentive compensation for
senior managers, and the predominance of a
board culture that values short-term gains
over sustained, long-term performance.

However, these crises are manifestations of
several structural reasons why corporate
governance has become more important for
economic development and a more significant
policy issue in many countries.

After the recent big corporate scandals,
corporate governance has become central to
most companies. It is understandable that
investors’ protection has become a much
more important issue for all financial markets
after the tremendous, high profile firm
failures and scandals. Investors are
demanding that companies implement
rigorous corporate governance principles in
order to achieve better returns on their
investment and to reduce agency costs. Most
of the times investors are ready to pay more
for companies to have good governance
standards. Similarly a company’s corporate
governance report is one of the main tools for
investor’ decisions. Because of these reasons
companies cannot ignore the pressure for
good governance from shareholders, potential
investors and other markets actors.

At the same time banking credit risk
measurement regulations are requiring new
rules for a company’s credit evaluations. New
international bank  capital  adequacy
assessment methods (Basel 11) necessitate that
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credit evaluation rules are elaborately
concerned with operational risk which covers
Among other things, corporate governance
principles [8].

In this respect corporate governance will
be one of the most important indicators for
measuring risk. Another issue is related to
firm credibility and risk. If the firm needs a
high rating score then it will have to be pay
attention for corporate governance rules also.
Credit rating agencies analyse corporate
governance practices along with other
corporate indicators. Even though corporate
governance principles have always been
important for getting good rating scores for
large companies, they are also becoming
much more important for investors, potential
investors, creditors and governments. Because
of all of these factors, corporate governance
receives high priority on the agenda of
policymakers, financial institutions, investors,
companies and academics.

therefore, the importance of corporate
governance is reflected in the following
points:

- Maximizing the Leadership Position
of management.

- Maintaining
Perspective.

- Achieving Business Objectives.

- Better Access to Capital.

- Improving Relations
Shareholders.

- Strengthening Public Relations and
Communication with Stakeholders.

- Promotion of foreign investment.

3. Corporate governance principles

Since corporate governance can be highly
influential for firm performance, firms must
know what are the corporate governance
principles and how it will improve strategy to
apply these principles. In practice there are
four principles of good corporate governance,
which are :

(1) transparency.
(2) accountability.
(3)responsibility.
(4) fairness.

All these principles are related with the
firm’s  corporate  social  responsibility.
Corporate governance principles therefore are

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important for a firm but the real issue is
concerned with what corporate governance
actually is. Management can be interpreted as
managing a firm for the purpose of creating
and maintaining value for shareholders.
Corporate governance procedures determine
every aspect of the role for management of
the firm and try to keep in balance and to
develop control mechanisms in order to
increase both shareholder value and the
satisfaction of other stakeholders. In other
words, corporate governance is concerned
with creating a balance between the economic
and social goals of a company including such
aspects as the efficient use of resources,
accountability in the use of its power, and the
behaviour of the corporation in its social
environment.

4. What Does Corporate Governance Do?

Corporate governance is about making
business work better while abiding by the
rules. The most basic function of corporate
governance is to see that a business strategy is
made effective by the company’s executives
and workers, Good management is, of course,
critical for the operation of a company. But
managers need direction in order to prioritise
operations and to allocate funds.

It is the board of directors that is the
principal agent for corporate governance , The
board is given a mission by shareholders,
translates that mission into specific elements
of strategy, and then provides direction for
management, which makes it all happen.
When the board does all this, it takes into
account two factors :

a) Strategy must be inflected by
compliance — in other words, the board relies
on good corporate governance to make sure it
plays by the rules.

b) The board evaluates the risks involved
in strategy implementation, sets the
company’s risk appetite and then uses the
tools of corporate governance, like the audit
committee and internal controls, to make sure
that no dangerous risks are left unmanaged.

Ganesan [9] suggests five key
contributions of good corporate governance
to a corporation :

1) creation and enhancement
corporation’s competitive advantage.

of a
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2) providing protection to shareholders’
interest.

3) affecting the valuation of an enterprise.

4) enabling a corporation to perform
efficiently and preventing fraud.

5) ensuring compliance with laws and
regulations. Irrespective of the corporate
objective, effective governance ensures that
boards and managers are accountable for all
decisions relating to the desired objective.
Effective  corporate ~ governance  will
encourage efficient use of scarce resources for
the production of goods and services most in
demand, and consequently = maximize
stakeholders’ wealth.

McKinsey [10] says, Good corporate
governance should allow management to act
in the best interest of the corporation, and
contribute to business prosperity through
transparency and accountability. From the
firm’s perspective, the relevance of corporate
governance seems to increase shareholders’
wealth through better stock selections .

The Harvard Law Forum writes: “The UK
Corporate Governance Code exists because
companies do not exist in isolation. Successful
and sustainable businesses underpin our
economy and society by providing
employment and creating prosperity. To
succeed in the long-term, directors and the
companies they lead need to build and
maintain successful relationships with a wide
range of stakeholders. These relationships
will be successful and enduring if they are
based on respect, trust and mutual benefit.
Accordingly, a company’s culture should
promote integrity and openness, value
diversity and be responsive to the views of
shareholders and wider stakeholders.”

5. How Does Corporate Governance
Matter for Growth and Development?

The literature has identified several
channels through which corporate governance
affects growth and development:

- Increased access to external financing by
firms can lead, in turn, to larger investment,
higher growth, and greater employment
creation.

- Lowering of the cost of capital and
associated higher firm valuation makes more
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investments attractive to investors, also
leading to growth and more employment.

- Better operational performance through
better allocation of resources and better
management creates wealth more generally.

- Good corporate governance can be
associated with a reduced risk of financial
crises, which is particularly important given
that financial crises can have large economic
and social costs.

- Good corporate governance can mean
generally better relationships with all
stakeholders, which helps improve social and
labor relationships, helps address such issues
as environmental protection, and can help
further reduce poverty and inequality [11].

All these channels matter for growth,
employment, poverty alleviation, and well-
being more generally. Empirical evidence
using various techniques has documented
these relationships at the level of the country,
the sector, and the individual firm and from
investor perspectives.

6. Corporate governance is the "back
door" of social responsibility

Although the concern of those in charge of
corporate governance is maximizing profit,
multiplying wealth, and in some cases,
monitoring the company and working to
improve its performance, there is another
dimension, which is that social responsibility
is one of the imperatives imposed by the
principle of corporate governance.

In order for the company to survive,
achieve success, and maximize profit and
these are all requirements of corporate
governance - it must take into account the
requirements of social responsibility [12].

Moreover, it can be said that governance is
one of the back doors of corporate social
responsibility, and the principles of the latter
are adopted from a purely pragmatic utility
standpoint. The goal here is not to serve the
community, nor is it to advance the means of
its development, but rather to take these
principles into account only for the benefit of
the company.

What we should say in this regard is that
corporate governance and social
responsibility go in two parallel lines, but
they only meet at that point in which the

This is a matter that benefits the society in
which you work, even if this is done in an
indirect and unintended manner in the first
place, but imposing a system of control over
the company and controlling its levels of
performance may have a good effect, which is
what made us say that governance Institutions
are the back door to social responsibility.

7. What is corporate governance failure?

Corporate governance is a set of rules,
practices, and processes used to direct and
control a business and is essential to its
sustainability and success. When the set of

ineffective or fail, it can have disastrous
consequences for a business. While it’s
unlikely to happen overnight, there are several
warning signs businesses should look out for
to avoid eventual disaster, some of these
include :

- Failing to meet standard board
requirements as set out by the FRC, such as a
lack of board committees or non-executive
directors.

- Under qualified board members that
lack the required skills needed to perform
their role effectively.

- Internal management painting a false
image of success to the board, such as

To shed some light on how corporate
governance failure can lead to disaster,
we’ve taken a closer look at some
organisations who've practiced improper
corporate governance or When Corporate
Governance is Ignored, and the lessons to be
learned from their mistakes.

8. When Corporate
Ignored

“An ordinary day ended as the biggest
manmade ecological disaster in history,”
says one of the taglines.

Katie Allen, the Guardian's economics
reporter says, Everyone loses out when
corporate governance falls by the wayside.

Bad things happen when corporate
governance is ignored, this is according to
Christo Botes, executive director at Business
Partners Limited, a specialist risk finance
company for formal SMEs, who says that

Governance is
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many entrepreneurs have the perception that
corporate governance is unnecessary and
costly, instead of thinking of the system as a
guideline that will add structure to a business
and assist the entrepreneur in steering the
business in the right direction for growth.

Botes says that often a business grows
beyond the entrepreneur’s control, and often
it is during this stage that mistakes creep in
and losses accrue on projects, simply because
the correct planning, coordination and
governance methods were not used. “As a
business grows more structure is needed, and
eventually it is necessary for the entrepreneur
to adapt and implement an organised
structure within the business.”

Many of these disasters and scandals
involved criminal negligence or fraud by the
directors  responsible.  These incidents
occurred largely because directors and/or
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senior managers were able to act: With too
much freedom, Without reference to an
appropriate transparent, firm, formal code of
governance, and In ways that were hidden
from scrutiny, especially from shareholders
[15].

9. Corporate Governance Scandals and
Disasters Examples

Below are some notable examples of
corporate scandals and disasters in the late
1900s and early 2000s, which helped raise
concern and pressure for improved Corporate
Governance. These examples contain various
degrees of wilful and reckless disregard for
the proper governance of a corporation.
Collectively these events and others besides,
have dramatically increased awareness and
pressure toward Corporate Governance
among the general public, media,
governments and regulatory authorities.

- Sports Direct company, In 2016, a
detailed report was released by the Business,
Innovation and Skills Committee (ISC)
which highlighted the poor working
conditions at the warehouses of retailer
Sports Direct. Its CEO and majority
shareholder, Mike Ashley was ruthlessly
criticised in the report for not inspecting his
warehouses regularly enough and having
‘extremely disturbing” working conditions
for his staff.

In the report, the company was accused of
several failings, including paying its staff less
than minimum wage and punishing
employees for taking water breaks or time off
for illness. In a particularly harrowing
account, one worker allegedly gave birth in a
toilet because she was too afraid to miss her
shift.

It was claimed that some employees on
zero-hour contracts were also forced to work
unpaid overtime or risk being denied more
hours in the future. There were even
allegations of permanent contracts being
offered in exchange for sexual favours.

The report concluded that the retailer
should carry out a wide-reaching independent
review of the entire corporate governance
practices at the company. It called for Sports
Direct to review its board oversight and
effectiveness and associated due diligence.
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- Volkswagen : In September 2015, a
paper dubbed the “diesel dupe” was released
by the EPA (Environmental Protection
Agency). The paper exposed that many
models of Volkswagen cars, which were
being sold in the United States, had a ‘defeat
device’ installed which could detect when
they were being tested. This device could
change a car’s performance to improve its
emissions  results when being tested.
Following the release of the EPA report, the
German car giant has admitted to cheating on
its emissions tests in the US.

Volkswagen had a heavy price to pay in
damages as a result of the scandal, notably a
staggering $18 billion fine from the EPA. Its
share value dropped by 30 percent after the
news broke, wiping out over $26 billion in
shareholder value.

- Credit and Commerce International
Bank collapse, with over 400 branches, and
assets exceeding $20bn, making it the 7th
largest private bank in the world. Following
regulatory concerns and investigations was
found to be established fraudulently, trading
illegally on a vast scale, including money-
laundering.

- Guinness Scandal - A share-price
manipulation fraud of the late 1980s, related
to the acquisition by Guinness plc of United
Distillers plc drinks company, in which the
Guinness plc CEO Ernest Saunders and three
others were convicted and (three of the four)
imprisoned for secretly and illegally inflating
the value of Guinness shares to help secure
the acquisition.

- Enron - The US energy company
became in 2001 the world's biggest
bankruptcy (supposed assets of $63bn), due
to the fraudulent accounting of chairman and
a few directors, and negligence of auditors
Arthur Andersen (then one of the world's
major five accounting corporations), which
also folded as a consequence of the scandal.

- BP Deepwater Horizon Disaster -
This was the biggest-in-history 87-day
S5million-barrel oil spill following the
Deepwater Horizon oil rig explosion,
sinking, and worker fatalities, in the Mexican
Gulf in 2010.Corporate failures in the
disaster itself and the aftermath were utterly
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catastrophic - for the local eco-system and
economy, and for BP, especially in the US.

- Mirror Group Pensions Scandal -
Founder Robert Maxwell's death from
drowning in 1991 exposed his theft of £100s
of millions from his corporation's pension
funds, leading to the bankruptcy of the UK
Mirror Group company.

- Bhopal Disaster - A gas leak at US
Union Carbide's joint-venture Indian plant in
1984 killed thousands of people immediately,
and many thousands more subsequently,
producing fines of hundreds of millions for
the plant's US and Indian owners.

- Barings Bank Collapse - the oldest
UK merchant bank collapsed in 1995 after its
unchecked maverick trader Nick Leeson lost
£827m in progressively disastrous secret
trading at Baring's Singapore office. Leeson
went to jail in Singapore. The bank's
directors escaped despite official inquiry
condemnation for complete lack of the most
basic levels of governance.

- Polly Peck Collapse in 1990 in
Britain with debts of £1.3bn amid claims of
gross mismanagement and fraud.

Conclusions. Corporate governance is a
set of process, rules and regulations that give
effect on the way business is run and
operated. In a simple word, corporate
governance is how managers run business in
an efficient and effective manner. Corporate
governance is a function of governing a
corporation. Good Corporate governance
promotes fairness, openness, and
transparency in its responsibilities to
stakeholders Good corporate governance
practices facilitates economic efficiency by
focusing on value-enhancing activities and
aids efficient allocation of scarce resources.
This is achieved when firms efficiently
employ their assets, attract low cost capital,
meet societal expectations and improve
overall performance. The concept of
Corporate Governance grew in response to
increasingly serious corporate scandals of the
late 1900s and remains strongly concerned
with these areas of corporate risk. however,
the ideas surrounding it are becoming more
widely applicable and useful, for small
organisations as well as the very biggest.
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Everywhere that people organise themselves
into structures, and especially where these
structures have mixed obligations to owners,
staff, customers and so  Corporate
Governance as a concept is highly relevant.

Corporate Governance also offers a very
interesting perspective to consider human
characteristics of leadership, authority,
wealth creation and accumulation, greed,
risk, responsibility, ethics and how these
tendencies reconcile with the needs of
society, environment, quality of life and
economic health.

Effective corporate governance will
mitigate corruption in business dealings.
Poor corporate governance becomes the
premise to breed corrupt practices in
business and political circles. Good corporate
governance facilitates early identification and
elimination of such practices, thereby
providing a more conducive cost effective
environment  for foreign and domestic
investments.

It is a truly global concept and when
businesses and  organisations  become
established on the moon and on the planets of
other solar systems, Corporate Governance
will be truly universal too.

Annotation. This article is devoted to the study of the peculiarities of the formation of the compensation policy of
the modern enterprise and the role of personnel marketing in its formation. The terms "personnel marketing" and
"compensation policy" are defined. Personnel marketing is defined as a type of management activities aimed at long-
term provision of the organization with human resources that form the strategic potential that is necessary to achieve
its specific target priorities. Compensation policy is defined as a system of external incentives that encourage the
employee to get a result that satisfies both the employee and the company. It is also proposed to consider the employees
of the enterprise as an "internal consumer™, which allows to update the relevance of the application and development of
internal marketing, and in particular personnel marketing. The main motivators and demotivators that influence the
behavior of the employee in building an effective system of personnel marketing in the compensation policy of the
enterprise are identified. The influence of motivators and demotivators on the needs of employees is graphically
presented and the specifics of this influence on the effectiveness of staff marketing in the compensation policy of the
company are analyzed. Features, advantages and disadvantages of creating a compensation policy at a modern
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enterprise are analyzed. Specific examples of optimization of personnel marketing in modern enterprises are given. The
key elements of the compensation policy that affect the efficiency of a modern enterprise are highlighted. The list of
principles of construction of effective compensation policy at the modern enterprise (which includes: openness,
flexibility, complexity, stability, system, efficiency, etc.) is formed and features of their application are analyzed. The
relevance of further research in the field of personnel marketing in the compensation policy of the enterprise is argued.

Introduction. The experience of domestic
enterprises in personnel management shows
serious problems in the implementation of a
value-based approach to the role and place of
a person in  production  processes,
understanding of person’s needs,
expectations, attitudes and values. This
negatively affects the use of the human factor
and loyalty to the organization. An effective
communication system and compensation
policy, which is the core of personnel
marketing, can solve the problem.

Literature review. A considerable amount
of literature has been published on theory of
founding, organization and management of
compensation policy in personnel marketing.
These  studies  were  suggested by
Tsimbalyuk S. [7], Petrova l. [8],
Reshetnikova I. [9], Golovchenko A. [10]
and others. However, despite the presence of
a significant scientific and practical base,
scientists still continue exploring this field.

Aim. The aim of this study is to highlight
new approach on theoretical justifications and
applied elements that are necessary to ensure
the implementation of effective personnel
marketing in company’s compensation policy.

Results. Personnel marketing, in general,
are a type of management activity aimed at
long-term provision of the organization with
human resources that form the strategic
capacity needed to achieve its specific target
priorities. As in any marketing, the task is to
meet the needs of the consumer in a particular
product, which is the workforce.

The main purpose of personnel marketing
is to meet the needs of the employer in the
workforce of the required quality and
reasonable cost. According to the marketing
concept of personnel management, the most
important condition for business success is
the development of marketing strategy, study
of supply and demand in the labor market,
establishing a system of external and internal
communications, advertising activities to
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attract labor, planning staff costs. It is
important to clearly define the requirements
for staff, identify the needs of their lives and
development and ensure that these
requirements and needs are met in a more
efficient way than competitors.

Personnel marketing cover both external
and internal labor markets. Accordingly, there
are external and internal marketing of staff, as
well as external and internal communications,
which can be considered innovative
technologies.

The purpose of external marketing is to
create a positive image of the organization as
an employer, providing themselves with
human resources in accordance with
quantitative and qualitative needs. The result
is the employer's HP brand, which allows
attracting the best employees [7]. External
websites of companies that contain
information about the history of the
organization, press releases, current news,
vacancies, the benefits of a team of
professionals contribute to the spread of brand
awareness.

External marketing of personnel also
includes the activities of the organization in
the external labor market. This is, first of all,
the study of the external labor market in terms
of its market and development trends,
identifying sources of replenishment of staff
needs, a review of wages in the specialized
labor market.

Unlike external, internal marketing is
focused on working with its own staff as an
internal customer of the organization.

Understanding staff as an internal customer
is a breakthrough innovation that can change
the vectors of development of social and labor
relations in enterprises, promote trust, a
positive climate and employee loyalty. Just as
external communications are used in external
marketing, internal communications are the
most effective internal marketing tools
(corporate portal, SM marketing, employee
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groups in messenger, staff training using on-
line platforms, event-marketing).

Internal staff marketing is a philosophy
and strategy of human resource management.
The purpose of such marketing is the best use
of human resources by creating the most
favorable working conditions and establishing
effective communications, development of
each employee, formation of loyalty to the
company. In a narrower sense, internal
marketing of personnel is a special function of
HR-service, aimed at responding to the
information of personnel management. In
terms of internal marketing, staff is becoming
increasingly important for customers -
consumers of the organization.

The concept of "internal consumer” refers
primarily to the "contact"” staff of all levels of
management, who must master all the
techniques of marketing activities in the
market of goods and services created by the
company. However, all other employees
should be considered as consumers of the
services provided by the company. In the field
of services to the domestic consumer can be
attributed to the final, as the consumption of
the product takes place within the enterprise
[8].

Internal marketing communications create
an atmosphere of trust and cohesion, the
perception of corporate values by each
employee. Thus, regular and meaningful All-
hands meetings (which include those who
work  remotely) are effective, with
information about news for all employees:
vacancies and hires, projects and challenges,
sales and financial results, decisions that were
adopted and the context in which they were
adopted. Another example is open meetings,
where company employees can come and
listen to anyone; open days for students or
even schoolchildren (as they do in Privatbank,
Planeta Kino, Arterium, Eleks and others).

Regular meetings in the company are
effective. For example, Google holds creative
meetings every Friday in an informal setting,
which allows to explore the opinions and
expectations of employees. “Throughout”
devotes Friday to the so-called "investment
time", which involves investing employee
time in new interesting projects [9].
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Attention to staff becomes the main
condition for business success of the
company. According to Gerb Kelleger, CEO
of Southwest Airlines, companies should first
think about employees. If treated properly,
customers will return to a company that will
satisfy all stakeholders. Company can start
with the employees, and the rest of the
success will come through them [9].

Personnel marketing is of paramount
importance in the formation of compensation
policy of the enterprise. After all, it is through
effective personnel marketing that it becomes
possible to identify the main elements that
affect personnel motivation and in turn
identify elements of compensation policy that
will be effective in a particular enterprise.

Compensation policy is a system of
external remuneration to the employee for the
results of his/her work at the enterprise
(salary, allowances, bonuses, social package).

The development of a compensation
package in the organization is one of the most
important strategic tasks in human resource
management. Accordingly, the construction
of a system of monetary compensation is a
function of personnel marketing.

Examining the main factors of activity and
success of the enterprise, it can be concluded
that the key point in this issue is the human
resources of the enterprise [1,2], and the
impact on it can be achieved through the
effective use of motivators and reducing the
impact of demotivators (Fig. 1).

And since one of the main components of
an effective compensation policy, in the
author's opinion, should be motivators
(stimulation of labor return in the enterprise
where the person works; motivation of
creativity; motivation to increase efficiency
and its intensification; motivation to
rationalize their work; guidelines; motivation
of favorable microclimate at the enterprise,
the creation of comfortable working
conditions, career growth of employees of the
enterprise, motivation to obtain specific
results of work, regulation of labor relations
in the company) at each company is proposed
to consider a set of motivators that motivate
individual employees [3].

All these factors, through which the
company influences employees and increases
the activity and productivity, aimed at
meeting their needs. Based on the hierarchy
of needs of Abraham Maslow, as one that is
universal in determining the groups of needs
of employees, we can distribute the factors of
compensation policy of the enterprise
according to the degree of satisfaction of
these needs [5, 6].

Thus, in the process of enterprise
management, the compensation policy
involves the creation of comfortable

conditions for employees to work. Work on
building and improving the compensation
policy of the enterprise cannot be complete if
you do not take into account the moods and
wishes of employees [4]. According to the
established demotivators it is possible to
allocate satisfaction of what quantity of the
basic human needs they interfere with.
Obviously, the problems in each company
have their own context and causes. In the
author's view, the problem is also seen in the
fact that the direct transfer of Western models
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of personnel management to domestic
enterprises cannot ensure the effectiveness of
the company's compensation policy. Based on
the above, the companies will be appropriate
to use a compensatory policy of personnel
marketing, which we define as a set of
interrelated elements (goals, functions, tools

of influence, motives, motivators,
demotivators, performance indicators,
results), aimed at implementation enterprise
strategies by increasing the level of

productivity and activity of employees and
the overall efficiency and activity of the
enterprise [5]. It is important to emphasize
that the process of motivation is dynamic and

changeable in the process of tactical
management and in the process of strategic
management.

In order to achieve the appropriate level of
efficiency, as well as in the formation of
effective  compensation policy of the
enterprise, a qualified and effective working
group on personnel marketing should be
formed, which with the help of selected
technology and developed in accordance with
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the needs of the enterprise and appropriate
tools, develops a methodology for forming a
compensation policy of the enterprise [12].
This working group is formed in accordance
with  the organizational  structure  of
management and available human resources,
which is defined as available human resources
or employees of the enterprise with their
experience, education, talent, creativity,
innovation skills, strategic thinking, ability to
work in stressful situations, analytical
intelligence,  ingenuity,  professionalism,
ability to accept change, work experience, etc.
[6].

To date, there is a very specific trend in
motivating employees. If you try your best to

increase productivity without paying attention
to human needs and desires, the result will be
unsatisfactory. But, at the same time, if you
pay full attention to the person, the result will
be the same [11].

This is the complexity of developing and
shaping the compensation policy of the
enterprise. Therefore, the compensatory
policy of personnel marketing, according to
the author, should be very well thought out.
Thus, we can identify the basic principles that
should be taken into account in the formation
of an effective compensation policy, which
are shown in Fig. 2.

Failure to comply with any of the above
principles will significantly reduce the
effectiveness of the company's compensation
policy, and ignoring these principles, the
compensation policy may even be harmful to
the company [10]. Therefore, the orientation
of the compensatory marketing policy of the
company's staff should meet all the needs and
issues of the overall strategy of the enterprise
and support it during implementation.

Conclusions. Summarizing all the above,
we can conclude that by meeting the needs of
employees who interact with end consumers,
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the company increases its ability to meet the
needs of its customers, turn them into
permanent and loyal, which guarantees it
business success and economic stability. The
core element of personnel marketing system
is compensation policy of the enterprise.
Basing on the existing approaches to the
formation of compensation policy of the
enterprise, it should be noted that it is
important to study the preferences and views
of employees of effective motivators and
harmful  demotivators in a particular
enterprise. Therefore, it is proposed to carry
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out constant monitoring, which is relevant for
most companies, because such studies are
conducted quite rarely. This situation
provokes the ineffectiveness of most tangible
and intangible motivators, which causes a
very low effectiveness of the compensatory
policy of personnel marketing of the
company's as a whole.

Annotation. The article considers methodological approaches to the analysis of the perception of the level of food
service by school-age children who are consumers of food services in general secondary education institutions. General
scientific methods of cognition and special methods are used: analysis, synthesis, comparison, generalization,
grouping, survey method for collecting primary data, methods of statistical analysis of obtained results, graphical
method for visual presentation of obtained results, Servqual method for assessing satisfaction with service level and
evaluation methods. consumer loyalty according to the NPS loyalty index (Net Promoter Score). The proposed
methodical approach to determining the level of children's satisfaction with the level of food service is described, which
consists in determining both the generalized indicator and detailing by the attributes of food service. Based on the
proposed approach, the analysis of children's perception of food service in general secondary education is identified,
the existing problems in the level of its provision are identified, which serve as a basis for developing a marketing
strategy for food service providers in general secondary education. According to the results of a study of consumer
behavior of children in the market of food and food services in educational institutions, it was determined that the
degree of consumer satisfaction with food service is below average. The degree of consumer loyalty was assessed based
on the determination of the NPS (Net Promoter Score) consumer loyalty index. Based on the proposed approach to
determine the key parameters for assessing the level of consumer satisfaction with the level of food service, the potential
of innovation activity in the direction of modernization of the food service sector of general secondary education is
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determined. The proposed methodological approach should be used to systematically monitor the dynamics of the
perception of the level of food service by school-age children in order to further plan the marketing strategy of

economic entities.

Annotation. The article examines the problem of using marketing technologies in the field of health care. It is
determined that the marketing of a medical institution will be effective if marketers increase the indicators of the
objective position, but subject to a positive perception of the subjective side. To form and analyze the objective position
of marketers use internal and external data on the activities of the medical organization, and to determine the subjective
dimension, they use data from marketing research: consumer surveys (patient satisfaction surveys), focus group
interviews with management, medical staff and employees of the organization. The purpose of the study is to determine
the features of the use of marketing technologies in the medical field. It is important to note that medical organizations
annually invest a lot of money in brand promotion in order to attract customers, so marketers must research and
analyze the satisfaction of their patients with medical services through daily monitoring. Also, the medical organization
may face the problem of incorrect positioning, which can be in some cases worse than its absence at all. This situation
will not contribute to the growth of the organization. The main reasons for the development of marketing in health care
are increased competition in the market of medical services, the development of private medical clinics, rising costs of
medical institutions due to the use of innovative technologies, drugs, equipment, aging and deteriorating health. At the
same time, medical marketing faces unique challenges — hospitals are constantly influenced by external factors: policy,
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changes in legislation, the growth of alternative medicine, increasing and changing consumption, increasing
competition. The market of medical services is a set of relationships that arise between manufacturers of medical
services, medical devices, methods of organizing medical activities, pharmacological agents and consumers.

Annotation. This article discusses the possibilities of pedagogical management to regulate the business processes of
a private higher education institution in an economic crisis. The purpose of the article is to characterize the features of
management of educational business processes in the economic crisis, which will provide an opportunity to develop
practical recommendations for improving the pedagogical management of private higher education institutions. It is
determined that in the field of education business processes are interrelated educational activities of research and
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teaching staff, which are aimed at implementing educational standards and training programs to train quality future
professionals in a particular field of work. Based on the analysis of scientific works and analysis of economic activity of
private higher education institutions of Kirovohrad region, the business processes that exist in private higher education
were identified: managerial; educational and pedagogical; scientific and applied business processes; auxiliary. The
essence and classification of economic risks for a private higher education institution are given. The necessity of
improving the management of educational business processes in the conditions of economic crisis is proved. The stages
of the anti-crisis management process are identified and characterized. Negative economic factors that affect the
economic activity of a private higher education institution are identified: external - which do not depend on the
activities of the organization; internal, which arise within the organization. Proposed to influence the factors of the
internal environment: implementation of the economic security management system (1ISO 22301: 2012; ISO 22320:
2011; 1SO 31000: 2009), quality management system (ISO 9001), labor protection measures (DSTU 2293-99),
information security (ISO / IEC TR 27016: 2014) and business process technologies (IDEF 0 method, SADT
methodology). Conclusions are made and practical recommendations on development of directions of management of
educational business processes in the conditions of economic crisis for private higher educational institutions are
given: development of the program of anti-crisis management and forecasting of economic risks; insurance of movable
and immovable property, financial risks, life and health of teachers; outsourcing certain activities, if it causes losses;
improvement of information security tools; protection of scientific works and scientific and technical showdowns,
inventions; fight against corruption; introduction of the concept of pedagogical management; introduction of new
methods and technologies of business process management. Perspective directions of further researches on this
problem are defined.

By using the cost of living data The
purpose of studying estimation theory is to
arrive at an estimator, which is preferably
practicable and usable. The estimator takes
the measured data as input and produces an
estimate for the parameters. Preferred also is
an estimator with an exemplary character.
Estimator idealism usually refers to achieving
a minimum average error over a range of
some class of estimators, for example, an
unbiased estimator with the least variance. In
this case, the class is a set of unbiased
estimators, and the mean error value is the
variance value (the mean squared error
between the estimated value and the
parameter). However, optimum capabilities
do not always exist. To arrive at the required
estimate, it is necessary first to determine the
probability distribution of the measured data,
and the extent to which the distribution relates
to the relevant unknown parameters. Often,
the probability distribution may be derived
from physical models that clearly show the
relationship of the measured data to the
parameters to be estimated, and how the data
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is corrupted by random errors or noise. In
other cases, the probability distribution of the
measured data is simply "assumed", for
example, based on familiarity with the nature
of the measured data and/or analytical
suitability.

After making a decision based on a
probabilistic model, it is helpful to find the
limitations of the estimator. This limitation,
for example, can be found through the
"Cramér — Rao" bound.

Hence, the estimator needs to be developed
or implemented if a known and valid
estimator exists for this model. The estimator
must be tested against the constraints to
determine if it is the optimal estimator (and if
S0, no other estimator will perform better than
it).

Finally, simulation experiments can be run
and conducted using the estimator to test their
performance.

After the estimator is reached, the real data
can show that the model used to arrive at the
estimator is incorrect, which may require
repeating these steps to find a new estimator.
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An estimate that is not feasible or feasible can
be revoked and the process can be started
over.

In summary, the estimator estimates the
parameters of a physical model based on the
measured data.

Conclusions. In this paper, we consider
two methods of Estimate Moment likelihood
method MME and Maximum likelihood
method MLE, and The results of the estimate
the population parameters were as follows:

Annotation. Organizations that plan to develop dynamically and increase their competitiveness, form a business
model based on corporate values. Today's hypercompetitive environment with rapid growth, efficiency and radical
corporate change necessitates the search for the most profitable business models. Organizations are constantly being
transformed in the process of functioning. This applies to finding your mission, market goals, your own exclusivity and
uniqueness, comparing opportunities with the level of achievement. All this should reflect the business model of the
enterprise. The organization as an open socio-economic system interacts with the external environment, which
essentially determines its functional purpose - its mission, formed on the basis of a compromise market demand and the
interests of the business entity. Based on the mission, corporate goals, strategies for their implementation,
organizational-functional, functional-technological, process-role, quantitative and structural models are formed, which
together are the business model of the company. This study focuses on the analysis of the typology of organizational
flexibility. In particular, types of organizational flexibility such as, strategic flexibility, operational flexibility,

If earlier
innovations were one of the most important
drivers of business development, now there is
a huge demand for flexibility. The possibility
to create sustainable competitive advantages
in the fast-moving environment requires the
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ability to generate new advantages. Agile
business models and flexible managerial
models can provide companies with
adaptability in before unknown circumstances
and can become a good foundation for their
survival and development.

According to Teece and
Pisano [1] a firm can always operate
according to a dynamic capability-building
model, this gives opportunities for the
company to renew its capacity, augment and
to be adaptable. Dynamic capabilities are the
base for organizational flexibility. This is the
organization’s ability to adapt to the fast
changing environment. A dynamic capability
creates new forms of competitive advantage
through combinations of different kinds of
resources (integrate, redesign, increase and
liberate). Thus, companies create new
products and processes and respond to
changing market conditions (Teece, D.J.,
Pisano, G. and Shuen, A. [2].

There are  many  approaches to
organizational  flexibility, but different
scientists and practitioners explore different
types of flexibility. There is not a single
approach that reflects all or the main types of
flexibility that are important to consider when
building high-profile business models or
transforming existing ones to agile business
models.

There are needs of practical approaches
and algorithms which companies should
follow when they are building their own agile
business models, and we can see great
potential for the development of adaptability
business in today's complex and uncertain
conditions.

Aims. The main objective is to analyse
theoretical and practical approaches to
managerial flexibility and to show the
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characteristics agile business models have that
will quickly respond to external and internal
challenges, and rapidly adapt the product and
service to market demand. The development
of an algorithm for building an agile business
model or the transformation of the existing
one is the purpose of this article. At the same
time, managerial flexibility is seen as one of
the key resources of organizational
development.The model will provide the
permanent ability to be innovative in order to
achieve the company’s main goal, strategy
and competitive advantage.

Results. Organizational flexibility is the
outcome of an interaction between the
responsiveness of  the organization
(organization design task) and the managerial
capabilities (managerial task) [3]. However,
organizational flexibility depends on the
dynamics of the changes, and seven key
elements; the intensity of the changes, the
frequency of the changes, the complexity
(depth) of the changes and the unexpectancy
of how quickly the company responds to
changes, expertise, and how the company
coordinates its actions with these changes.

There are some different types of
organizational flexibility. Each type of
organizational  flexibility has its own

characteristics.

Typology of Organizational flexibility

Strategic flexibility.

According to Venkatraman and Prescott
[4] businesses that adopt the flexible
strategies (patterns of resource deployments)
are more likely to be successful. Parthasarathy
and Sethi [5] showed that if the strategy and
structure of an organization are adjusted, the
company gets much better results. The
company strategy should be dynamic and
flexible and transform in accordance with
changes in the external environment. At the
same time, the company should clearly follow
its long-term goal_by adjusting its medium-
term (intermediate) goals.

Operational flexibility.

Operational flexibility and entrepreneurial
orientation are considered components
operations management theories [6-7] and
entrepreneurship fields [8-9]. The company
can create a competitive advantage and
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enhance its opportunities through its
capability to modify processes as a reaction to
the external and internal environmental
uncertainties by creating flexible workflows
and rebuilding existing ones.

Technological Flexibility.

Technological flexibility is the ability to
implement technological changes. One of the
first places that many organizations have tried
to gain flexibility through the wuse of
technology is in the manufacturing area [10].
According to Hammer, M. and Champy, J.
[11] the radically changed or replaced
technology begins a cycle of continuous
improvement to support these new business
processes. Technologies that function well in
stable periods of incremental change are often
unable to survive revolutionary change.
Technology flexibility creates the opportunity
for the company to function well in both types
of environments. The capacity to change
should be an integral part of the original
technology design [12]. Many technologies
are limited to specific niches. However, the
technology flexibility leads to the expansion
and development of technologies that work in
different niches or can be quickly transferred
to other niches. This should take minimum
time, effort, cost, and improve employee
performance.

Flexibility of IT systems.

Allen and Boynton [13] describe flexibility
of IT systems as systems that have a stable
base of capabilities and at the same time are
flexible in the long term. They possess high
levels of modularity, applicability, reusability,
re-combinability, and are open to links with
other systems. The structure of these systems
provides the capability to dramatically
change, while customized modules can be
incrementally  improved for increased
applicability to a specific business process.
Information systems should incorporate the
capacity to predict the future along with the
ability to cope with unexpected developments
in the current environment [14].

Flexibility of manufacturing systems.

Kathuria (1998) found a set of managerial
practices with significant influences on the
flexibility of manufacturing. Flexibility of
manufacturing systems refers to the ability of
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a manufacturing system to respond cost
effectively and rapidly to changing production
needs and requirements [15]. Benjaafar and
Ramakrishman [16] defined two types of
flexibility in the flexibility of manufacturing
systems: product flexibility and process
flexibility. Product flexibility refers to the
variety of factory options for a certain
product. Process flexibility is defined as a
characteristic of an industrial process to
operate under diverse dynamic conditions of
operation. Tsourveloudis and Phillis [17]
classified seven different types of flexibility

of manufacturing systems. These are
materials manipulation, system flexibility,
product flexibility, operative flexibility,
process  flexibility, volume flexibility,

scalability flexibility, labor flexibility. This is
really important for the design and operation
of manufacturing systems, especially in
dynamic and unpredictable environments
when the company is designing or
transforming these systems.

Financial flexibility.

Evans [18] highlighted the importance of
liquidity. The company adjusts and provides
the capacity to absorb interference. High-
liquidity constitutes an important element of
the company’s flexibility. Volberda [19]
noticed that it is not possible to get
managerial  flexibility without financial
flexibility. Financial flexibility includes three
key elements: the organization’s solvency,
borrowing capacity and investment capacity.
Financial flexibility is fundamental for
investments [20]. This means that the capital
structure should be flexible too. The company
will have enough finances for planned and
unplanned changes and this will contribute to
its adaptability. Managerial flexibility has
more opportunities to increase financial
flexibility. However, financial flexibility
alone cannot be decisive. Because, for
example, with an insufficient level of top
management competencies, financial
flexibility may increase in the short term, but
not in the medium or the long term.

Metaflexibility.

According to Volberda metaflexibility is
defined as the administrative ability to resolve
paradoxes. Tan and Peng [21] found a
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positive relationship between meta flexibility
or learning capacity and employee
performance. Zahra and George [22] noticed
that it is the company's capability to create
and support new possibilities that allows
development. It includes two Kkinds of
capacities; potential capacity (knowledge
acquisition and assimilation capabilities) and
realized capability (knowledge transformation
and exploitation). Employees should quickly
adapt to company changes and maintain all
kinds of flexibility. This requires being open
to changes, having good learning skills and
developing universal work skills.

Resource flexibility.

Ghemawat and Del Sol [23] classified the
flexibility of resources and noticed that the
main flexible resource is money. Kraatz and
Zajac [24] showed that for strategic changes
companies should focus on wusing and
improving resources, at the expense of
exploring and developing the new resources.
The ability of manufacturing resources to
dynamically reallocate from one stage of a
production process to another in response to
shifting bottlenecks is recognized as resource
flexibility [25]. The main goal of resource
flexibility is enhancing performance of
manufacturing systems with rational (careful)
use of resources. However, traditional factors
of generating added value, such as fixed
assets, are becoming less relevant. New
opportunities have shifted attention to
intangible assets - intellectual capital and
knowledge management systems - that are
difficult to imitate by competitors and,
therefore, play the role of drivers for
corporate performance nowadays.

Flexibility of human resources.

Adler et al. [26] found four mechanisms
which contribute to the potential of efficiency
and flexibility. They are metaroutines, job
enrichment, job rotation and division of jobs.
Together they provide aspects of the wide
organizational context (formation, trust and
leadership),  encourage  growth,  high
flexibility and company efficiency. The

flexibility of human resource practices
improves  employee  performance and
positively influences both creativity and

innovation. With the support of the flexibility
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of human resources, performance
management systems not only value the
current performance of the employees, but
also demonstrate a way to further their
advancement of capabilities, skills and
knowledge [27]. Most scientists concentrate
on the flexibility of human resource practices,
skill flexibility and behaviour flexibility.
They are emphasizing the importance of the
employees’ ability to handle multiple types
of tasks, and to be team oriented. Thus, this
kind of flexibility reflects an ongoing ability
to deal with change. However, the flexibility
of human resources is wider and it includes,
among others: workplace flexibility (work
schedule, flexibility forms of employment),
the flexibility of permanent and temporary
employees and freelancers. In addition, there
are flexible approaches to the implementation
of functions and technologies of personnel
management (organizational design, hiring,
training and  development,  personnel
assessment, performance and remuneration,
communication and corporate culture, HR

metrics).
Managerial Flexibility.
According to TenDam, HW. [28],

managerial flexibility is a strategic company
asset which unites flexibility characteristics of
individual managers, management teams and
organisational cultures. Feixue Xie, [29]
emphasizes that increased uncertainty reduces
a firm's capital expenditures even after
controlling for investment opportunities and
fund availability. Managerial flexibility is
flexibility in the timing and scale of
investment provided by a real investment
option [30]. The ability of the management of
a company or fund to make investment
decisions and other decisions are based on
current or projected market conditions, as
opposed to any preconceived notions [31]. In
currently uncertain times, fixed assets may
have different valuations and values, but non-
material assets such as intellectual capital can
be an important factor for calculating the
attractiveness of a business to invest in.

In the modern economy, there are different
business models. However, one of the main
trends is to build agile business models which
have minimal fixed assets, and variable costs
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can make up the majority of the company’s
variable assets. Because they are flexible and
adaptive they can be transformed in a short
period of time. Most companies which choose
them are working in fast-growing sectors
which are based on innovation. There are
primarily the IT sector, e-commerce, info-
business, and different service platforms. In
2020, Ukraine has identified three key sectors
for development and investment in the near
future. These are infrastructure, agriculture
and the IT sector [32]. This choice is based on
the fact that at the beginning of 2020, the
State Statistics Service of Ukraine published
data on the export of IT services. In 2019,
Ukrainian companies provided such services
abroad to the total of $ 2.43 billion, which is
15% more than it was in 2018. The Ukrainian
IT sector accounts for 16% of the export of all
services from Ukraine (the total figure is $
15.23 billion). According to the Ukrainian
Association of International Investors, in
2019 Ukrainian IT companies raised a total of
$ 510 million from private and venture
investors, which is 1.5 times more than in
2018, [33].A Practical algorithm to create
agile business models.

There is a big gap between theory and
practice differing in size between the fields of
economics. This is due to the dynamics of the
development of different sectors of the
economy being different, primarily due to the
level of innovation and investment in each
sector. To shorten the gap between theoretical
and practical approaches of building agile
business models we offer our own algorithm
which is based on twelve practical steps.

To begin with, it is necessary to analyze
the purpose of creating a flexibility model for
the organization. The next step is to develop
an action algorithm. The heart of the main
steps are listed below:

1. Define the purpose of the model of
organizational flexibility because different
types of organizations will be different. For
example, trading companies engaged in the
acquisition of goods should optimize
resources and sales by introducing resource
flexibility and expanding sales channels. And
for companies that provide services, it is the
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transformation of the service package and the
introduction of a flexible product line.

2. No matter what the goal of
organizational flexibility the company will
determine for themself, the next step should
be to analyze the existing business model and
business management model for each type of
organizational flexibility to understand the
combination of which ones a company will be
following for its business model. For instance,
for manufacturing companies the key will be
the production flexibility, and for trading
companies the flexibility of resources, but for
each organization the flexibility of human
resources will be important.

3. Defining steps and actions to change the
existing business model and implement a
flexible business model will also be based on
the limits and risks of current business
models. If a business has problems with
finance, such as insufficient working capital
or problems with repayment of loans, one of
the crucial elements of the new flexible model
should be the introduction of financial
flexibility. A company should determine the
priority actions to be implemented in the
upcoming months, quarter or six months.

4. Determine the stages of transformation
and identify and evaluate the effectiveness of
this transformation. These indicators will be
based on the goals of the business, the goals
of business transformation and the transition
to a flexible business model. These indicators
can be both qualitative and quantitative. In
particular, the flexibility of the product line
can be determined by expanding the range
and flexibility of providing services.

5. Identify the main risks, constraints and
bottlenecks in the transition to a flexible

business model. For example, with the
introduction  of  production  flexibility,
expanding production  capacity  and

implementing flexible production systems and
lines can take a long time. This will be
required for the adjustment of production
equipment or training of production staff.

6. Involve existing teams and determine
new team leaders and those who will be
responsible for the company flexibility
transformation. This can be both existing
teams and the creation of cross-functional
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teams and/or the involvement of external
experts on a temporary or permanent basis. At
this stage, it is essential that the CEO of the
company acts as a leader and bearer of the
idea of flexible transformation of the existing
business model or the creation of a new one.

7. The next step is to develop a phased
plan for the company's transition to a flexible
business management model with a clear
definition of deadlines, specific steps and
actions and those who are responsible for the
implementation of each stage. In addition,
define control and correction points in the
situation of deviation from the initial plan for
the implementation of this transformation.

8. The next important step is to develop
supportive learning programs to develop
flexibility competences and skills for all staff
and communication skills for team leaders
that will traction transformation and the
transition to a flexible business model. First
of all, companies should cultivate and
maintain a culture of skills development in a
flexible environment, even those functions or
systems of business that were previously
considered traditional should be susceptible to
transformation and expansion of their
capabilities.

9. Moreover, there should be a constant
analysis of the practice of transition, testing
on pilot flexible systems, adjusting the
practice of flexible transformation and further
scaling to the entire organization.

10. Then, popularize positive achievements
and their consolidation by regularly
acknowledging good performance in real
practice, analysing and evaluating negative
aspects will stop the reduction of negative
consequences through a detailed analysis of
errors and their cause and then learn from
these mistakes going forward.

11. Define a flexible business framework,
reassessing this approach with quarterly,
semi-annual, annual reports of flexibility
transformation and identifying new elements
of the business system that need to be
translated into flexibility.

12. Finally, communicate, and disseminate
the implementation of flexible system
practices and business models, and exchange
positive  and  negative  transformation
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knowledge at the sector and industry. This
approach will contribute to the creation and
development of new rules, norms and
standards of work, as well as the expansion of
sectoral and intersectoral interaction to create,
at their intersection, new opportunities,
managerial tools and technologies, the
development of new skills, competencies and
a culture of flexibility and adaptability.
Conclusions. This paper collects and
analyses the typology of organizational
flexibility. The study begins by classifying
each type. In addition, we keep focus on
managerial flexibility. Our study reviews and
includes the different studies that show that
companies  that implement  flexible
approaches to company management systems
can rebuild the business in accordance with
the needs of the market more quickly. After
surveying the literature, we suggest that the
most important factor is to find the right
balance  between different types of
organizational flexibility, because any excess
or lack of flexibility in managerial practices
can create a disbalance, risks and negative
consequences. In the unbalanced managerial
systems it is not possible to get an increase in
employee performance. For instance, when
the company concentrates on financial
flexibility, however, it does not develop
metaflexibility and the flexibility of human
resources, the company can not improve its
efficiency and employee performance.
Companies must be dynamic in their own
development and look for some equilibrium
in order to survive in a fast-moving world.
The request for flexible changes should be
without complicated bureaucratic procedures.
It should be quite open, simple and quick,
whose approaches will allow one to try out
different managerial hypotheses (through
pilot projects), select those managerial tools
that have shown effectiveness in practice and
implement them in regular management.
There are a variety of barriers to flexibility.
Standards of the company's flexibility policies
define the range of opportunities and limits
for changes. To do this, you need to analyze
flexible management tools on a regular basis
and adjust them in real time. This is possible
with an open communication policy and a
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feedback system within the company. Future
research should study different economic
sectors and should be done in other countries
as they can deliver different results. As a
result, on the basis of comparative insights it
will be possible to find new connections and
patterns, as well as show new opportunities to
contribute to overall organizational success.
